Sewing training  
Project started in 2007 in New Germany area.  Four members attended training at Sizanani training centre and they are now 
working as a sewing group. Currently 10 unemployed people from Ntshongweni and Shongweni Dam started sewing training until 
December 2008.  For 2009 2 ladies are receiving sewing training from Sizanani and 12 additional from one of the training 
graduates in the community. To date 13 sewing machines and 2 overlockers with kickstart material were funded by this project. The 
aim is to assist unemployed ladies in obtaining skills to generate an income and to improve their livelihoods. There is a great 
demand in the communities for this project, but a lack of funds is a challenge to expanding the project.                 

Applique training 
Skills training for unemployed women and youth in Shongweni Dam arranged by CSS development workers with Fantasy Applique 
Bond CC in 2006  Twenty five women benefitted from this training.  A NLDTF funded project.
